Wormholes – Gateways Through Space and Time
Wormholes are one of the most exciting 
ideas in modern science. They are  
imagined as hidden tunnels in space that 
can connect two faraway points. If they 
exist, a person could enter one side of a 
wormhole and instantly come out at a 

distant part of the universe, just like a shortcut. The idea 
of wormholes comes from Albert Einstein’s theory of 
relativity, which shows that space and time are not separate, 
but connected like a fabric that can bend and twist.

There are mainly two kinds of wormholes: non-traversable 
and traversable. Non-traversable wormholes are also called 
Einstein–Rosen bridges. These collapse too quickly for 
anything to pass through. Traversable wormholes, which 
were studied by physicists like Kip Thorne, are tunnels 
that could stay open long enough to allow travel. However, 
to keep them stable, they would require something called 
exotic matter, a strange kind of material that has properties 
very different from normal matter. Without exotic matter, a 
wormhole would close immediately.

and many books and movies, like Interstellar, use them to 

imagine space travel. Scientists, however, study wormholes 
very seriously because they could give answers to some of 
the biggest questions in physics. For example, they might 
help us understand time travel, faster-than-light journeys, 
or even new ways to connect quantum physics with 
relativity.

At the same time, wormholes are not easy to accept. There 
are many problems, like how to create them, how to keep 
them open and whether they are even real in nature. 
Until now, no one has found any proof of a wormhole in 
the universe.
